2. Students will demonstrate the ability to convert and map HTML DOM events to the appropriate JSF events that would be processed by a JSF. event. handler in the Enterprise Java Platform.

3. Students will demonstrate how to apply an Event Driven design methodology, leveraging the Performance Based Objectives listed above, to model a JSF event handler that is used to design the Presentation Tier of a web application.

The following instructional strategies will be used to validate each of the performance-based objectives. 

Objective 1: Students will demonstrate the ability to identify and list the different HTML DOM events that would be generated from a static HTML page provided to them.

Objective 2: Students will demonstrate the ability to convert and map HTML DOM events to the appropriate JSF events that would be processed by a JSF event handler in the Enterprise Java Platform.
· Expositive strategies using traditional PowerPoint slides and handouts will be used to introduce the core concepts. 

Objective 3: Students will demonstrate how to apply an Event Driven design methodology to model a JSF event handler that is used to design the Presentation Tier of a web application.

· Experiential strategy using some simple white board examples will be presented during the class and use class participation to work through some real world examples.
